3) Finalise Test (integration) related to UML/UMM packages (CCs, Code lists, etc)
The remaining work with the ebIX CC registry was gone through:
· Code lists:

· Kees will make a Word document with the latest version of the Code lists and distribute it to ETC and everybody must verify the Code lists.

· UN/CEFACT CCs

· ACCs, related BCCs and CDTs are already updated according to version 06.B.

· ebIX BIEs

· ETC will take the classes used in the models from CuS, EMD and EMVR and try to combine them in ebIX ABIEs with related BBIEs.
· QDTs:

· The QDTs will be reviewed in connection with the review of the ABIEs, i.e. put in a package named “For review” and moved to the QDT-package when approved.
· Role model:

· Ove will update the Role model with the latest roles approved by the harmonisation group, i.e.:
· Imbalance settlement responsible (changed definition): A party that is responsible for settlement of the difference between contracted quantities and the realised quantities of energy products for the balance responsible parties in a market balance area.

· Reconciliation responsible (new role):
A party that is responsible for the settlement of profiled metering points of the difference between the realised quantities as used for imbalance settlement and the actual metered quantities in a Metering grid area.
Association: Metering grid area, Association name: “Controls financially”, Cardinality 1..*

· Reconciliation accountable: A party that is financially accountable for the reconciled volume of energy products for a Local metering point.
Association: Local metering point, Association name: “Financially responsible”, Cardinality 1..*

· Stereotypes and tags:

· ETC must review the Stereotypes and Tags defined by ebIX.
· Generic model elements:
· Acknowledgement and error report and Cancellations will be added when needed.
At the end of the meeting the Code lists gone through by Hugo was reviewed.

Homework:
· Kees will make a Word document with the latest version of the Code lists and distribute it to ETC before April 1st.
· Thereafter everybody must verify the Code lists.

· Ove will update the Role model with the latest roles approved by the harmonisation group within the end of April.
4) How to generate XML schemas.

Kees showed a proposal for a XML schema for message exchange related to the NorNed cable (cable between Norway and the Netherlands), which among others showed:
· We will have to create:

· ebIX Code lists, including version number and draft/standard

· ebIX QDTs, including version number and draft/ standard

· ebIX ABIEs, including version number and draft/standard

· ebIX Business document schemas, including version number and draft/standard

· All ebIX maintained elements and Code lists will be “imported” and all UN/CEFACT elements will be “included”.

· We also have some challenges related to:

· A stabile web site for publication of the schemas

· A way of maintaining UIDs (Unique Identifiers for the ABIEs and QDTs)

· The Code lists, QDTs, ABIEs will be based on the ebIX CC registry and the ebIX Business document schemas will be based on the class diagrams from the ebIX projects. 

Kees has started the creation of the XML schemas for the NorNed project. It was agreed that this should be seen as NorNed schemas and not ebIX chemas, among others because it is upstream information exchange.

Christian proposed using UIDs instead of names for the elements in the schemas. However this will not be inline with the current CCTS and NDR. It might be a possibility to send a proposal for update of the NDR with the possibility to use UIDs instead of the elements names in the XML schemas. This should be considered by all.
Homework:
Everybody should try finding pro/cons for the proposal of using UIDs instead of the elements names in the XML schemas.

5) Update of ebIX Recommendations for cancellation of business documents and processes

Request from CuS:

· The third bullet in chapter 3.4 should be, i.e.: “A reference to the original business document dentification shall be added as a new Reference class associated to the BusinessDocumentData class.” 
· The document should be review with a special focus on enumerations. 

The cancellation document was updated with the proposal above.

Changes proposed by swissgrid:

· The following text was added to the document:
“the principle to be used (cancellation of a business process or cancellation of a business document) must be specified in the Business process models made by ebIX projects”
Instead of the proposal from swissgrid: 
Just request messages should be cancelled by “cancel business document”. In all other messages is a process identification, given by the responsible role, available, to cancel via “cancel of business process”.
· The Status attribute in the “Business Document Data” class was moved to a separate “Transaction Response” class in the E68 message.
· The Reason attribute in “Business Document Acceptance Status” class was also moved to the Transaction Response class.
· The text: “When notifying affected roles (from the responsible role) all Business documents sent related to the relevant Business process shall be cancelled according to 3.4, Cancel business document” was added as an explanation to how an cancelled E44 document should look like.
· The following explanatory text was added for how to handle the reaction of a receiver:
· It is recommended to always ask for an “Acknowledgement of acceptance” when sending a cancellation document.

· The receiver of an cancellation document follows the recommendations of the [6], ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling, see http://www.ebix.org/. The result will be that a processability error report will be used for functional rejections.
· For the “Additional rules” the discussion ended with the conclusion that “all Business documents sent related to the relevant Business process shall be cancelled according to 3.4, Cancel business document” (See above).
The document was sent on request for comments to the ETC members and should be finally approved on the next ETC meeting.
6) Discuss possible ways of presentation EDIFACT mapping.

8) Information

The participants of the latest Eurelectric and ebIX Liaison gave a short report from the latest meeting February 28th. The main part of the meeting was used to make a UseCase diagram and a first UseCase description. The UseCases is made according to the UN/CEFACT BRS principles, i.e. using business terms instead of the actual roles from the Harmonised role model.

A) Request for Changes to UTILMD/UTILTS from Belgium

Belgium would like to increase the number of repetition for: 

· UTILTS: SG6/RFF from 99 to 999
· UTILMD: SG8/SEQ from 99 to 999
Reason:

UTILMD/SG8/SEQ: Belgium sends all characteristic for a metering point, e.g. buildings with more than 99 flats. For the common rooms (lifts, staircase, ...) the consumption is determined as the general consumption minus the individual consumptions for all the apartments.
 

UTILTS/G6/RFF: In the rectification process, we are putting in the closing messages the individual references of all the correction messages. Rectification on an AMR metering point results often in more than 99 corrections. 

A short discussion showed that it seems to be Meter information that is sent in UTILMD and not Metering point information, and that the business document to be used for master data should be E08 (Master data meter) and not E07 (Master data Metering point). However both E07 and E08 are sent in UTILMD and therefore the request was approved.

For UTILTS the discussion resulted in the proposal for using a “new” message type (other than UTILTS). 
Together with the change request for UTILMD also the name of the code 260 in data element 3055 will be changed from “Ediel Nordic forum” to “ebIX”.

Homework:

Ove will try finding a suitable message to be used for the list of references to corrected messages (999 repetitions) and make a change request to UN/CEFACT for the UTILMD change. If no suitable message is found a change request will be made for UTILTS also. Ove will also request change of code 260 in 3055 from “Ediel Nordic forum” to “ebIX”.
B) EMD models

Kees had distributed EMD models for approval by ETC and ebIX Forum. The models have been out for comments since last September. Comments have been received and discussed and as a consequence some models have been updated.
The documents presently up for approval are:

· Introduction to Measure, (published presently on the ebIX website as version 0.9.- for approval by ebIX Forum)

· Measure for Imbalance settlement (published presently on the ebIX website as version 0.9.- for approval by ebIX Forum)

· Measure for Reconciliation (published presently on the ebIX website as version 0.9.- for approval by ebIX Forum)

· Settle, Reconciliation (published presently on the ebIX website as version 0.9.- for approval by ebIX Forum)

 

Models still in discussion within EMD:

· Measure for Billing (energy and grid cost) published now as the updated version 0.5.- on the ebIX website

· Measure, Determine Switch Stand, published now as the updated version 0.5.- on the ebIX website

 

ebIX EMD also has a draft version for a model Bill, Reconciliation. The work on this model has been halted till responsibility for billing models (and for the roles involved like the generic billing agent) has been clarified.

The models as prepared by ebIX EMD assume the availability of master data such as master data for a Metering Point (published by ebIX CuS) and for a meter (not yet published by ebIX). So in this area still some work has to be done.
The Role model has been updated by the Harmonization Group according to new proposed roles from EMD, i.e. with Reconciliation responsible, Reconciliation accountable and a changed definition of the Imbalance settlement responsible.

 

ebIX EMD asks ebIX ETC to approve the models with version 0.9.- that we have delivered now for approval by ebIX Forum.

Conclusion:
ETC approved the EMD models for publication as version 1.0.

C) Homework from the ETSO, EFET and ebIX Harmonisation group
