1) Approval of agenda

The agenda was approved with the following additions:

· Request from Germany related to NAD, see 12) AOB
· Item 6 was moved to item 4)
· Review of NorNed XML schemas and related business document header, see item 4)
· Presentation at CIM user group meeting, see 12) AOB
2) Minutes from previous meetings

The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.
3) Homework from the ETSO, EFET and ebIX Harmonisation group

ebIX and ETSO have as homework from the latest ETSO, EFET and ebIX Harmonisation group meeting to come up with lists of terms that is used in the current business processes, such as Nomination, Settlement, Auction, Allocation, Intra day etc. The reason for this item is a discussion at the latest ETSO, EFET and ebIX Harmonisation group meeting related to the ebIX domain model. The discussion showed that we need a common reference dictionary explaining the terms we are using. 
ETC decided to make descriptions of the domains in the ebIX Domain model and distribute these to the Harmonisation group as the ebIX homework. 

During the discussions Kees proposed to contact Christian Huemer in UN/CEFACT/TMG for discussing a better structure or organisation of the Requirements view of the UMM. For instance we miss a link from the Business transactions to the class diagrams. This could be done by making a new structure or by defining a naming convention. 
Another suggestion raised was having a meeting with UN/CEFACT/TMG during the next CEFACT Forum meeting in Stockholm (September 24-28), or eventually on a “Modellers reference initiative (MRI)” meeting the Sunday before (September 23rd). In this case we need to prepare questions and discussion items in due time before the meeting. During such a meeting we could present a model, e.g. the NorNed model and thereafter open for discussions on how to refine it. 
Homework:
· Ove will make a document with descriptions of the ebIX domains, based on the structure of an overview of Dutch models from Kees.

· Kees will make some questions and proposals for a presentation at the next UN/CEFACT Forum to be discussed on our next ETC meeting.

· Lucy will contact Christian Huemer asking for his view of having an ebIX model presentation either during UN/CEFACT Forum meeting in Stockholm (September 24-28), or eventually on a MRI meeting (Modellers reference initiative) the Sunday before (September 23rd). 

4) How to generate XML schemas
Kees gave a short presentation of the NorNed cable project. Related to the NorNed cable here are a need for several messages to be exchanged, such as trades, plans (breakpoints, capacity etc) and settlement information. The message exchange will be based on XML (based on UN/CEFACT NDR (xml Naming and Design Rules)) and UMM models. The ETSO CC schema was the starting point when Kees made the NorNed schemas, but during the project this has been modified to meet the requirements from UN/CEFACT and NorNed. Currently XML schemas have been defined for two request/confirm transactions. The Business document header is based on the UN/CEFACT SBDH (Standard Business Document Header). 
One of Kees’ concerns after having made the first NorNed schemas is the way UN/CEFACT handles “instantiation”. If we for instance want to restrict the usage of codes this has to be done in the CC schema and not in the root schema. This in turn implies that there have to be created one root schema and one CC schema for every NorNed message. 
The NorNed project will continue and hopefully give ebIX some good experiences in how the UN/CEFACT NDR will work within our environment. During summer or autumn this year Switzerland will probably need XML schemas for the CuS and EMD documents, such as the 392, 414, E07, E44, E30. We will however await a final decision from Switzerland before we start to create the schemas, and also to have as much experience from the NorNed project as possible.

The NorNed XML schemas was reviewed and among others it was agreed to remove the Scope element from the SBDH for acknowledgements, i.e. the Scope elements is not needed in a response since this information can be found in the original Business document which is referenced in the acknowledgement.
5) Finalise Test (integration) related to UML/UMM packages (CCs, Code lists, etc)

Unfortunately the homework has been delayed, but the job has to be done before XML schemas can be finalised. The homework from previous meeting will be given priority before the next ETC meeting in the end of June. 
Continuous homework:

· Kees will make a Word document with the latest version of the Code lists and distribute it to ETC 
· Thereafter everybody must verify the Code lists
· Ove will update the Role model with the latest roles approved by the harmonisation group
6) Walkthrough ebIX ABIEs and DTs

The ABIEs and CDTs from the ebIX CC registry version 0.7.G were added to the new ebIX MagicDraw profile. Thereafter a walkthrough was started. 
A short discussion resulted in keeping the full element names in the XML documents, i.e. not using UIDs. This is according to the UN/CEFACT standards.
Homework:
· Kees will update the new ACC and related ABIE “Currency Exchange” with definitions from the latest UN/CEFACT CC library.

· Kees will distribute the MagicDraw version of the profile with a short description on how to use it (sequence for opening the profiles). 
7) Approval of update of “ebIX Recommendations for cancellation of business documents and processes”
The document was reviewed and slightly changed. 
Homework:
Ove will send the document for publication on the ebIX web site.
8) Discuss possible ways of presentation EDIFACT mapping. 

Due to lack of time the item was postponed.
9) Future work
First priority is completing the CC library, including ABIEs, Code lists, etc and thereafter making XML schemas for the CuS and EMD documents. The next two meetings will be used for these two items.

Request from Germany related to NAD

ETC had received a request from Joachim Schlegel (Germany) for extending the name and address fields in NAD from 35 positions to 70 positions (NAD/C080/3036 and NAD/C059/3042) in UTILMD. Germany needs more characters in the field, because a lot of names of streets etc. are longer than 35 digits. In addition Germany has structured the address fields in NAD to differ between name of street, house number, addition to house number and post box:

This request has also been raised by Germany for some years ago, but nobody remembered the result. However the NAD segment has not been changed. It might also be problems in changing the NAD segment according to UN/CEFACT rules. The NAD segment was created as one of the first UN/CEFACT segments (back in 1989) and consists of a set of different elements/objects, i.e. Name, Address and Party objects and according to the later rules of UN/CEFACT this should have been split into several segments. This means that we probably are unable to get approval of a change of NAD, but instead have to remove NAD from UTILMD and use ADR (Address) and PNA (Party Identification) instead.

The request was discussed and ETC needs more information from Germany if a change request to UN/CEFACT should be sent. All other ebIX countries are exchanging names and addresses without problems. The normal solutions are joining several address fields into one element in the NAD segment or to truncate the street name to fit within 35 characters. An extension of the street name field will probably make new problems for the receivers that have made applications according to the EDIFACT format of 35 characters. 
Presentation at CIM user group meeting

Kees will have a presentation for the IEC CIM user group in the beginning of June. There was a short discussion on the topics Kees will present and a main point will be stressing the view that IEC should have the main scope on technical objects and that a broad cooperation is needed for the market extension.

A) ebIX architecture for 
a. UMM: Organising the packages, stereotypes, tags etc
Homework: Ove will restructure the UMM profile according to the new UMM structure proposed by Christian Huemer and send to Lucy for a review, within December 20th 2007.
b. Code lists and additional tags, stereotypes etc required by ebIX
Homework: Hugo will finalise a code list he has been working on and distribute within December 11th 2006.
c. UN/CEFACT Core Components
Homework: Ove will update the UN/CEFACT CCs that may be of interest for ebIX in MagicDraw and distribute within December 20th 2007.
d. ebIX Core Components 
Homework: Hugo will remodel, copy,… the current ebIX CCs within January 1st 2007.
e. Generic model elements (acknowledgement and error report)
