1 Approval of agenda

The agenda was approved with the following additions/changes:
· Proposal from Slovakia related to ebIX web-site and ebIX on Wikipedia, see 13.1
· Relationship to ETSO/TF-EDI, see 13.2

2 Minutes from previous meetings

The minutes were approved with the following comment:
· Related to item 4.1: The ideas Kees presented at the TMG meeting was “ebIX ideas” and not “Dutch ideas” (they had been discussed within ETC before the presentation for TMG).
3 Project plan for making common test procedures for the ebIX processes

For efficiency reasons the item was postponed. Lucy and Christoph will come up with a proposal and distribute by mail.
4 The new ebIX Methodology

Kees brought up the question; what ebIX wants with modelling. UMM is focused on processes and says almost nothing about information. However UMM advises the use of UPCC (UML Profile for Core Components) and CCTS (Core Components technical Specification) for the information view (class diagrams for the actual messages). Kees meant that the ebIX focus should be on information and not on processes. 
Kees showed a list over items related to what ebIX wants from Modelling. 
1. Create syntax dependent structures from syntax independent UML model

2. Reflect different responsibilities in structure UML model
3. Allow freedom in user oriented part of the model; be strict in syntax independent part of model (Currently we miss a link between UMM and BRS/RSM missing)
4. Use Harmonised role model

5. Re-use when possible

6. Use CCs in accordance with UN/CEFACT rules where possible

7. Map to EDIFACT and XML as syntax; be prepared for use in web services

8. Use UMM as basis for methodology where possible and needed
9. Use MDA as paradigm for transforming UML model elements into syntax specific structures ()

10. Have one methodology for European energy sector

11. Room for national tailoring of ebIX models

12. Keep it as simple as possible given the requirements above

13. Use one-dimensional codes only
It was also noted that there is something missing in between the BRS (UN/CEFACT Business Requirement Specification) and the RSM (UN/CEFACT Requirement Specification Mapping). The BRS is linked to the UMM Business Requirements View, the RSM is linked to the UMM Business Information View, but none of them are linked to the UMM Business Choreography View (formal process model). We have to find an ebIX way of presenting the complete UMM model in ebIX documents, e.g. how to split the UMM Business Choreography View into the BRS and RSM.
The methodology was reviewed and partly restructured. Ove will distribute the updates to the ETC members for comments, which will be reviewed on the next ETC meeting. It was agreed to add extracts from UPCC and CCMA (Core Components Message Assembly) in the document, or as an appendix, but this will not be done before after comments have been received.

Homework:

· Everybody should read the methodology and send comments to Ove within three weeks (before September 21st). 
5 Modelling

How to use states and business entities
The usage of states was discussed, based on examples from CuS and two documents from University of Vienna. States are limited to entities that persist longer than just the transmission of information between two partners, e.g. Customer switching. States are not used within class diagrams, which currently is the main focus within ETC. ETC agreed to put the states on hold and currently not use it.

Status for addition of the new UMM 2.0 version as a module in the ebIX CC/UMM profile
Currently noting done. The item caused a discussion related to how to maintain the MagicDraw profiles. Christoph volunteered to take the responsibility for update. 
Update of ACC in CCL07B in MagicDraw (Ove)
CCL08A was published a few weeks ago and this release contains thousands of new ACCs, ABIEs, ASCCs and ASBIEs. As long as nobody actively are using the ACC profile it was agreed to postpone this work until anybody asks for it.

Structure of an ebIX model for CuS and EMD (Ove)

Examples of the structure of the UMM model for CuS and EMD have been added to the ebIX Methodology document (chapter 4). 
Other modelling issues

No other modelling issues.
6 ebIX XML schemas

Status xml version of the code lists
The current version will be published. The version has been checked by the ETC members and will be continuously updated if errors are found.

Homework:
· Kees will publish the current xml version of the code lists
Request ATG for “filter schema”
According to the intention from NDR there should always be one ABIE schema for all message schemas. However this means that it is impossible to restrict each ABIE for usage within a special message schema. Alternatives are to make separate ABIE schemas for each message or make special ABIEs for each message. To handle this problem there has been submitted a “UseCase” to UN/CEFACT/ATG for finding a solution on this problem within NDR, hopefully in version 3.0. 
Nobody knew the status for the “filter schema” and Ove will try finding a status before next meeting.

Homework:
· Ove will find the status for the “filter schema”.
NDR 3.0 for public review (incl. proposal for schema location)
Ove informed that the NDR v3p0 now is at ODP5 - public review. This version incorporates CCTS 3.0 and sets the stage for the forthcoming UCM. The public review period will run until 20 September 2008. Comments in the form of:  line number, current text, proposed text, reason for change and submitter should be sent to michael.rowell@oracle.com and mark.crawford@sap.com. Preferred file format is Excel, but any format is accepted. The document can be downloaded from:

ebIX QDT schema (data types and enumerations)
The current ebIX QDTs have not been reviewed for several years and a formalisation of update procedures and a QDT schema have to be made. Kees suggested to start with the ebIX code lists and create QDTs for these.

ebIX ABIE schema
Creation of the ABIE schema will be prioritised after the QDT schema. The item was put on the pending list.

Status for conversion of EMD schemas to XML
Kees informed that he is working with the creation of XML schemas for the EMD messages.

Other xml issues

XML and EDIFACT for CuS and EMD documents

XML schemas are too early for CuS. For EMD see item 6.6 above.

Do we need the Exchange accounting point in the Role model?

The question was moved to EMD.
matters related to EMVR and BRS/RSM for UCTE accounting
Christoph had a telephone conference with Herman (project leader for UCTE subgroup accounting), Maurizio Monti (RTE) and Mike Conroy (ETSO/TF-EDI). The conference was related to the message format for exchange of UCTE accounting data. There were no conclusions from the conference and the message format to use is still not decided.
Common Role model Workshop organised by ETSO, ebIX, EFET and Eurelectric
The following questions were received from the Harmonisation group (HG):
· Who should be invited? 
Answer: National groups – Vlatka will be asked to contact Konstantin, asking for advise for finding address lists (i.e. ENTSO, EC commission, ERGEG, ...)

· What to present? 
Answer: 
· Link between the Role model and ebIX models
· Consequences if not using the Role model (concept of atomic roles).
· Practical issues (Place, Time, Budget)
Answer: ebIX proposes Brussels

Lucy will send a mail to Herwig, asking him for the status for the workshop and include the answers above.
Comments to the Role model
Kees’ list of comments to the Role model (from previous ETC meeting) was reviewed. Lucy will send the list to Herwig Van den Bosch as chairman of the Harmonisation group, on behalf of ETC. Lucy will note that the list consists of both mistakes and inconsistencies. Rudolf and Marc will receive the list, addressed as “CC”.
Comments to “Modelling rules for Market Operation based on CIM-ETSO harmonization”
Ove had looked at the document and reported that it looks like a good methodology for migration of CIM class diagrams (or parts of CIM class diagrams) to CCTS (Core Components Technical Specification) and UPCC (UML Profile for Core Components) compliant class diagrams. The methodology will probably not be useful for ebIX on short time, since it is limited to projects where the basis comes from the CIM model. The methodology concerns only class diagrams and does not touch UMM and process modelling.

Proposal from Slovakia related to ebIX web-site and ebIX on Wikipedia

Juraj stressed that the ebIX web site should be better updated and volunteered to take the responsibility for the updates of the ebIX web site.

The proposal was very well received and Lucy will send an e-mail with the proposal from Juraj to Rudolf and Mark. Things to remember in the mail:

· Web-site is the only public interface towards the rest of the world.

· The update procedure has to be reviewed and agreed.

· Hosting has to be changed.

Relationship to ETSO/TF-EDI
The ebIX participation in ETSO TF-EDI was discussed. ETC asked Lucy to continue to be the ebIX representative in TF-EDI. The participation should be for information purposes, both ways, i.e. to get information from TF-EDI and to inform new countries of the existence of ebIX. 

Also the harmonisation of Core Components between ETSO and ebIX was discussed and the general feeling within ETC is that, except for the role model, the harmonisation efforts with ETSO have failed and is not possible within the foreseeable future. Lucy will make a letter (mail) to the ebIX chairman (Rudolf and Mark), to explain that ebIX shouldn’t expect more harmonisation with ETSO/TF-EDI in the foreseeable future then the role model.

Topics for ebIX to present in ETSO/TF-EDI:
· EMD:
· Modelling is finalised

· Creation of XML based on UN/CEFACT NDR

· Start-up of new project related to Smart metering
· CuS:

· Finalised a common Change-of-Supplier UseCase model together with Eurelectric

· Making a version 2 of the CuS model based on UMM 2.0

· ETC:

· Renewing the ebIX methodology, based on the latest UN/CEFACT standards UMM 2.0, UPCC, CCTS, NDR 3.0...
