--- Day one (December 6th) ---

Discussions with Christian Huemer

1) Status

UMM (UN/CEFACT Modelling Methodology):
Currently published as approved version 1.0, based on UML 1.4. Version 2.0 of UMM is expected next year, probably with smaller changes, but based on UML 2.0. 
CC (Core Component):
CCTS is out in version 2.01. Version 3.0 is under development, probably without larger changes. A UML profile for CCs is out for comments.
NDR (UN/CEFACT XML Naming and Design Rules):
Current version is 2.0. It will have to change together with CCTS, i.e. a new version will come when CCTS is upgraded.
SBDH (Standard Business Document Header):

SBDH is out in version 1.0 and TMG are working with version 2.0.
CCMA (Core Components Message Assembly):
The first version is under development.
Patterns, i.e. structures for message assembly:
Partly covered by the UML profile for CCs and discussed within the CCMA group.

2) What to use from UMM

Christian explained some of the future planned developments of UMM. 

Today’s structure:

BDV (Business Domain View)

BA/PA or BC (Business Area / Process Area or Business Category), i.e. UseCases, Activity diagrams and Sequence diagrams. The BA/PA or BC may be linked into a hierarchy.

BPT (Business Partner Type)

BRV (Business Requirements View)

BPV (Business Process View)

BEV (Business Entity View)

TRV (Transaction Requirements View)

CRV (Collaboration Requirements View)

CRealV (Collaboration Realization View)

BTV (Business Transaction View)

BIV (Business Interaction View)

BCV (Business Choreography View)

BInfV (Business Information View)

Proposed future structure:

BRV (Business Requirement View)

BA/BC – BA/BC from current structure 

BPTL (Business Partner Type Library) – BPT from current structure

BETL (Business Entity Type Library) – BEV from current structure

BCV (Business Choreography View)

BColV (Business Collaboration View) – CRV from current structure, i.e. Business Collaboration UseCase, 2 or more roles (Authorised roles) and Business Collaboration Protocol.

BTV (Business Transaction View) – Part of CrealV and TRV from current structure, i.e Business Transaction UseCase and Business Transactions, exactly 2 roles (Authorised roles)

BIV (Business Information View)

BRealV (Collaboration Realization View) – Part of CRealV from current structure

It will be discussed to move the BPTL and the BETL out of the model and into the CC library or a separate package. 

3) Consequences UMM for organising UML model

Christian Huemer suggested adding the version number to all namespaces (packages), i.e. as a tagged value. It should be possible to register (publish) only parts of a model and to be able to do this all namespaces needs a version number. 
4) RE-Use/Customisation

Hugo explained the current status for the ETC reuse-discussions that has been ongoing for the last meetings, i.e. the use of instances. Also the possibility of using OCL-constraints was discussed. Christian Huemer stressed that the use of instances probably not will be compliant to CCTS, which would have solved this using restricted ABIEs based on other ABIEs.
5) UN/CFACT
The UN/CEFACT/TBG17 group is the one responsible for BIEs.
6) Structuring of the ebIX models (new item)

Christian Huemer distributed the document “A UML Profile for Core Components and their Transformations to XSD”, which was used as a basis for an explanation of how to structure UML models according to UMM.

Thereafter an example using MagicDraw was started. The following comments/decisions were made:

· Under the BDV (Business Domain View) it was chosen to stereotype the packages as Business Categories. An alternative would be stereotyping them as Business Areas and Process Areas.

· ebIX will start using the new proposal for an UMM structure. It will probably be easier to migrate from this than from the existing UMM profile when going to next version of UMM.

3) Questions to ETC from EMVR regarding Harmonized Header Information

Kees presented an EMVR Proposal for Harmonized Header Information. Currently the EMVR project has looked into the ETSO and ebIX header structure. EMVR will also compare it with the UN/CEFACT Standard Business Document Header (SBDH). 

The current proposal covers most of the header elements used in ETSO and ebIX, but there are still some unsolved questions related to some elements, such as (Schedule-) Classification Type, Schedule Time Interval/ Accounting Period, Domain, Domain coding scheme, Matching Period, Capacity Contract Type and Business type.

The use of Object of Aggregation, which is used for specifying the type of object the content is related to, was also deeply discussed (e.g. Accounting (Metering) point or Metering grid area). The element is today used within ETSO on “Time series level”, but missing in the EMD models. It would however be good to have this information also for the EMD/EMVR messages, but then on the header level.

Also the roles used in the header were discussed. ETSO uses today Sender and Sender role, Receiver and Receiver role, and Subject role in their header. ebIX uses only the Ancillary role, having the Responsible role implicitly given in the Business document type. It was stressed during the discussion that the principle used within ebIX meets all requirements seen today; also for the needs from a system based on Web-services. ETC proposes that ebIX will require a link between the Document type and the Responsible role (stated in a rule) and we still need the Ancillary role. In addition the Sender and Receiver will be there, but not as roles. Subject role should be removed.

ebIX will proposes to split the (multi-dimensional) reason code as found in the ebIX header information into several one-dimensional codes basically following the attributes as found in the ETSO header information in combination with a one-dimensional reason code, i.e. Process type, Reason for Transaction, Capacity Contract Type, Business type, Document Status and Object of Aggregation.

Some general comments:

· All model elements will be based on UML 2.0

· All new stereotypes and tags will be maintained by Hugo – i.e. if anybody needs new stereotypes and tags a note should be sent to Hugo, who will update a common ebIX registry for these.

5) ebIX architecture:
Due to lack of time the item was postponed, except for a short review of a MagicDraw profile from Jens Dietrich.
6) Identify and resolve matters arising  from latest ebIX Forum meeting, October 13th (If time)
· Kees and Ove will draft a letter to ETSO stressing the need for harmonisation of CCs and reminding them of the MoU, ensuring they don't make CCs without ebIX involvement.

· ETC will follow the developments in IEC/TC57/WG16, and Ove will take an active role in IEC/TC57/WG16 or UN/CEFACT to protect ebIX interests when that becomes necessary
Action: Kees will draft a mail asking ETSO/TF-14 if ebIX can participate in the common CC-meeting between ETSO/TF-14 and IEC/TC57 (Combining the two items above).
· Hugo will distribute some Belgian documents related to data quality to ETC, and ETC will make a proposal for dealing with the topic, i.e. whether ETC will work on this subject themselves or which other group should do it, latest before the next ebIX Forum meeting.
Discussion: Filip presented a Belgian rectification process.

· Ove will update the ebIX web site with the ebIX Policy governing the co-operation with software vendors. Action: Ove will send the document to Hansjürgen (VDN) for update.
