2) Minutes from previous meeting

5) European energy domain model

6) ETC methodology

The document has been out on circulation for comments to the ebIX Forum. No comments have so far been received.

Continuation on the next version (Version 1.1)

The CuS project had proposed a Class diagram to be added to the ebIX Methodology, to show the relationship between the syntax specific documents and artefacts. The class diagram was changed (see below) and will be added as an introduction to the chapter describing the translation guides.
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The rest of the proposals for the ebIX Methodology was postponed to a later meeting, due to lack of time. 
7) ebIX Functional description

It was agreed to suggest at the ebIX Forum meeting to reconfirm the earlier agreements of usage of identification schemes, based on EAN and EIC schemes. Making a document before next ETC meeting and get it approved by circulation for comments (for 4 weeks) to the ebIX Forum, finalised within the end of May 2004.

8) ebIX/ETSO harmonisation group meeting

The participants at the latest harmonisation group meeting gave a short report.

10) Description of the codes in UTILTS/SG11/STS/4405 

The question from Hugo was forwarded to EMD, who promised to come up with a list of definitions on quantity qualities.

Kees asked for a review of preliminary codes requested by the Netherlands. This review was postponed to the next ETC meeting.

A new chapter 3.5.1 was made for addition in the next version (1.1.) of the rules for ETC.:

3.5.1 Preliminary codes

It is possible to request preliminary codes for the ebIX code list, without going through the whole approval process. When these codes are added to the code list the following information shall be available:

· Country or project that requested the code.

· Clearly stated that it is a preliminary code (using red, italic text).

· Have a preliminary name and definition.

· A date for introduction in the code list.

A model or other description of the business need shall follow all requests for preliminary codes. If the code request is within the scope of an ongoing project the code shall be discussed within this project group before a new code is reserved. If not within the scope of a project the request shall be reviewed by ETC before publishing.

ETC shall review the code list at least every ½ year to “clean out” preliminary codes.

11) Structuring of addresses 

CuS has made a class diagram showing generic classes (ABIEs) for Address, Communication number details, Person and Organisation, based on UN/CEFACT Core Components, see below. 

The proposal was discussed. It was agreed that all countries should ask their national user groups if the proposal could be used and what limitations there should be on the length of each field. The UPU (Universal Postal Union) is using 60 characters for the attributes. The item will be put on the agenda (after comments by national user groups) on the June meeting 2004.
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Homework:

Everybody should discuss the proposal internally in each country.

12) Information

Report from UN/CEFACT meeting in March:
The ebIX DMRs were reviewed and what we asked for was approved with a few amendments to some of the DMRs. For instance the request for a new data element “Role category” was changed to addition of the ATT (attribute) segment instead.
