1) Approval of agenda

Approved with the following additions:

· Request from Hugo to make an example of an EDIFACT translation guide and a XML one based on a class diagram taken from the CuS-document, see item 3.

· Request from Kees for changes to UTILMD, see AOB

· When/how to do the rest of the functional description, see item 3

· Question from Rudolf Baumann regarding presentation of the ebIX European energy market domain model, see AOB

· MagicDraw reader, see AOB

2) Minutes from previous meeting

Approved without comments.

3) Review of work plan after the latest ebIX Forum meeting, including changes for the Domain model and the Methodology.

The Work item list was reviewed and updated, see Appendix B Work items for ETC.

The ebIX Methodology was updated with the additional comment that it should be possible to use only parts of the methodology in a project, originally requested from Germany at the previous ebIX Forum meeting by Carl.

The ebIX European energy market domain model was updated with a new chapter 2.1 Roles stating that one company can cover many roles. The addition was originally requested from Konstantin Staschus (Germany) at the previous ebIX Forum meeting.

The ebIX Methodology, and Domain model will be sent to the ebIX Webmaster for update on www.ebix.org. 

A request from Hugo to make an example of an EDIFACT translation guide and a XML translation guide based on a class diagram taken from the CuS-document was shortly discussed. It was agreed to evaluate the first examples of a translation guide for the CuS documents on the first ETC autumn meeting, see Appendix B Work items for ETC.

Kees asked when and how to make the first version of an ebIX Functional description, including items such as Date/time/period/time zones and Addressing. It was agreed to give priority to the ebIX Functional description this spring and put it forward for approval at the ebIX Forum meeting in October 2004, see Appendix B Work items for ETC.

4) Identification schemas

A proposal for a document describing identification schemas was distributed before the meeting. The document was reviewed and modified, among others based on comments from Erik Hartwell. The title was discussed, but not changed (the document describes the current ebIX recommendation for identification, both for gas and electricity).

The document will be sent on circulation for comments (for 4 weeks) to the ebIX Forum members.

5) Review of preliminary codes requested by the Netherlands

The ebIX code list was reviewed and updated. In addition some homework were agreed.

Homework:

· Ove will go through the ebIX codes for data element 1001 and add responsible party to the definitions.

· Ove will go through the EDIFACT location codes, add new codes and make DMRs for the Z codes.

· Ove will make a comment in the introduction of UTILMD and UTILTS referencing the ebIX code list and send them (UTILMD and both versions of UTILTS) to the ebIX Webmaster for publication.

6) ETC methodology, version 1.1

Proposals for new items for the next version of the ebIX Methodology – To be reviewed:

A) CuS proposes the following text to be added to the ebIX Methodology: “A version and a release of a business information model is always related to a specific version of the ebIX domain model, ebIX CCs, the Harmonised role model, UN/CEFACT CCs and ebIX Methodology. When upgrading a Model to a new version or release, all derived documents, such as translation guides should be republished. When changing the update (3rd level of versioning) it might be possible to republish only the documents that are affected by the change.”

B) CuS asks ETC to find a way of specifying version numbers for the Business areas and Business process areas and a way of specifying version number as an attribute to the document name (type).

C) CuS proposes to remove everything related to the Transaction id from the ebIX Methodology and add a Business document id instead. The transaction id in IDE and RFF in UTILMD and UTILTS should be renamed to this Business document id. In a responding Business transaction there should be a reference to the triggering Business document id.

D) CuS proposes to add a chapter in the ebIX Methodology describing that a Business process id can be added to all business processes needing it. It will be up to the project that models the business process to include the business process id if needed. 

E) CuS proposes to rename the term “Non-responsible role” in the ebIX Methodology with contributing role, non-pivot role, spoke role, affected role or something similar.

F) CuS asks ETC to discuss if the term “Translation guide” should be renamed to “Mapping guide”, “Mapping diagram”, or something similar.

G) Proposal for rules for making class diagrams based on the ebIX CCs (to be reviewed):

1. Copy the relevant ACCs to a new class diagram.

2. Remove the stereotypes <<ACC>> and <<BCC>> from the new class, since they now have become <<ABIE>> and <<BBIE>>. Add <<ABIE>> and <<BBIE>> to those attributes that are based on UN/CEFACT Core Components.

3. Where needed, add the relevant qualifier to the class names using an underscore as separator. E.g. for the ACC BusinessDocument add the relevant Business document type code as a qualifier to the class name.

4. For each ACC (class):

· Remove not used optional BCCs (attributes).

· Make all remaining optional attributes required or dependent on a condition (if possible).

· Add necessary qualifiers to the attributes using an underscore as separator.

· Change the data type from CCT to the relevant QDT or UDT

· Add initial values if “frozen” 

· If other attributes are needed send an DMR to ETC for addition of a new BCC in the relevant ACC..

5. Make association(s) to other relevant classes showing the cardinality of the end point of the association.

6. All classes and attributes shall be named in “UpperCamelCase”

H) Proposal for rules for other UML artefacts and usage of MagicDraw (to be reviewed):

1. All UseCases names shall be in imperative tense 

2. The Business domain, Business areas, Business processes, and class diagrams are shown as UML packages in a hierarchy:

· The Business areas are shown as packages within the Business domain package

· The Business processes within a Business area are shown as packages within the Business area.

· The Class diagrams within a Business process are shown as packages within the Business process.

3. There is one UseCase diagram for each Business process.

4. There is normally one sequence diagram for each Business process, but if needed for presentation or clarification it can be split into more.  

5. There is one activity diagram for each Business process.

I) Update of the business domain model to the project activities

J) Rules for maintenance and consequences for use of MagicDraw.

The proposal for new items for the next version of the ebIX Methodology above was shortly reviewed. Ove will make a first draft of the next version of the Methodology which includes item G), H) and I) before the next ebIX meeting. The rest of the items will be discussed on the next meeting, before anything is added to the Methodology. 

A PowerPoint slide from Kees and the latest version of UN/CEFACT XML Naming and Design Rules are attached to the minutes as input for the discussion of the next version of the methodology.

Homework

· Ove will make a first draft of the next version of the Methodology including item G), H) and I) before the next ebIX meeting.

7) Acknowledgement and rejection procedures

A proposal for ebIX acknowledgement procedures, distributed earlier, was reviewed and changed. Ove will make the first proposals for class diagrams for the arrows in the sequence diagrams before the next meeting. Arrow 2 shall be in line with CONTRL and arrow 3, 4 and 5 shall be in line with APERAK. 

The acknowledgement document will be published as a new ebIX Business Information Model and the appendixes as Translation Guides.
Homework:

Ove will make suggestions for the class diagrams and distribute the new version before next meeting.

10) AOB

Request from Kees for changes to UTILMD

Kees presented the class diagram for Field bus. The structure of this class diagram has several more levels than the structure of UTILMD. To be able to send this information we can either change UTILMD to reflect the structure of the Field bus or make a new EDIFACT message. After a short discussion it was decided to make a proposal for a structure for a new EDIFACT message, UTILTD (Utilities Technical Data message), to the next meeting. UTILMD will be used for commercial/administrative master data and UTILTD for technical master data. 

Homework:

Ove will make a proposal for the structure of the new EDIFACT message.

Question from Rudolf Baumann regarding presentation of the ebIX European energy market domain model

On the latest IEC/TC57/WG16 meeting 1st and 2nd of April 2004, in Frankfurt, there was a discussion about "Cooperation" and about the whole differentiation matters between IEC and other organisations. On this occasion Rudolf showed and explained the presentation of Ole Jacob Høyland from the previous ebIX Forum meeting. Rudolf will, when available distribute the IEC/TC57/WG16 minutes. By popular request IEC/TC57/WG16 would like a representative of ebIX/ETC to present and discuss the ebIX European energy market domain model at the next IEC TC 57 WG16 meeting. The meeting will take place on 17th and 18th of June 2004, in Stockholm.

Conclusion:

A discussion resulted in the decision that ETC not will prioritise participate to this meeting, due to the current workload and the budget situation. Jon-Egil promised however to discuss the request with Ben to see if ebIX can participate (as ebIX and not ETC) and in addition discuss the request with ETSO/TF-14 on their next meeting.
