1) Approval of agenda

Approved with priority on item “6, Review of ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”. 

2) Minutes from previous meetings

Approved with remarks form Kees related to item 7, second and third bullet. These items will however be rediscussed under item 6 on the current agenda.

3) Preparation for ebIX Forum meeting October 6th 

A) How to nationally handle an approved ebIX standard (see enclosed proposal from Kees).

Kees had made the proposal for how to nationally handle an approved ebIX standard, after a request from Ben asking ETC making a proposal. The right, second lowest cell, “The consequence for ebIX document approved for implementation” caused a discussion:

· Oscar proposed to turn it upside-down, e.g. “All countries should implement ebIX standards (if available) when upgrading their system”.

· Hugo stressed that nobody will implement a new standard if there is no actual need for it – It is too costly. 

· Oscar stressed that all ebIX standards must be inline with the national legislation.

It was agreed to change the most controversial statement to: “When ebIX members implement major updates or new functionality, it shall be on the basis of the approved ebIX models.”

Related to this item Carl opened a discussion on when ebIX should stop modelling and what should be the responsibility of national groups. Carl suggested that there should be a text connected to all class diagrams that national additions are possible. This principle is however more or less in line with what currently done in the working groups. For instance the CuS principle is to make a minimum solution of a working system. No classes/attributes used only in one country are shown.

Status presentation from ETC

A proposal for a presentation on the ebIX Forum meeting was reviewed, changed slightly and agreed.

4) Comments to the EMD project from Herwig Van den Bosch (ETSO/TF-14)

5) Action item from latest ebIX/ETSO harmonisation group meeting

6) Review of “ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”

The discussions related to the document ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling took most of the time. During the review several changes were made, among others:

· Processability error report will be moved before Acknowledgement of acceptance throughout the document.

· It will be made separate classes for EDIFACT required elements and “ebIX elements”.

· A class diagram version will be added to Acknowledgement of receipt and Syntax error report.

· Fixed content in “Frozen elements” will be skipped from the tagged values (EDIFACT mapping).
