1) Approval of agenda

The agenda was approved with the following additions:

A) Increasing the time period for circulation for comments

B) Review of the ETSO specification for national code lists

C) Preparation for next ebIX Forum

2) Minutes from previous meetings

Homework from previous meeting:

· Ove will make a new version 0.9 of the ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling, distribute it to the ETC members and send it to the ebIX Webmaster for publication on the documents page.
Status: Done, see also item 4.
· Ove will go through the activity diagram and a class diagram showing the relation between a Business document and a “DespatchSet” (message) and harmonise the class and attribute names with the rest of the ebIX Methodology. This will be put on the agenda for the next meeting as a proposal for a new chapter in the Methodology.
Status: Done as a part of the ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling, see item 4.
· Ove will update the work-version of the Methodology with rules for lower/Upper-camel-case for naming attributes, elements and types.
Status: Done in the working document.

3) ebIX Recommended Identification Schemes

The following text was received from Rafael Schwarzl, A&B: “In Austria EIC as well as a derivative of the MeteringCode of VDN are used as Identification schemes.”

The document “ebIX Recommended Identification Schemes” was updated with the Austrian information. Publication is postponed until identification principles have been discussed in the ETSO/EFET/ebIX harmonisation group. 

4) Status: RFC for “ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”

The document was reviewed and the following changes agreed:

· Several attributes was moved/added within the generic class diagram for the “Belgian revolution”, among others:

· The attribute BusinessProcessID in the Despatch class was renamed to OBPI.

· The attribute Reason for transaction was moved from the BusinessDocumentData class to the BusinessDocumentType class.

· The attribute MarketDomain was added to the BusinessDocument class

· The generic “Belgian revolution” class diagram and related text will be moved to the Methodology. 

· The generic acknowledgement class diagram for the Belgian revolution will be removed.

· A proposal for a generic class diagram for the Processability error report was discussed and agreed added to the document.

Homework for the acknowledgement document:

· Add MarketDomain in the BusinessDocument class in all class diagrams. 

· Add RequestForAcknowledgementOfAcceptance in the BusinessDocument class in the generic class diagram and in the processability error report.

· Rename the attribute Type in the class BusinessDocumentType to Type_code

· Remove BusinessSector from Acknowledgement for Acceptance and Model error report

· Add arrows on all compositions

· Add a text in the introduction (?) explaining that a sender of an original business document can choose whether an acknowledgement (receipt/acceptance) is needed.

There was a longer discussion related to the naming of the class when returning a Metering Point ID or another id in a Processability error report.  Should these ids be put into a “Reference class” or a class for the actual id, e.g. a Metering point class. A consequence of using a reference class is that all ids should be mapped to an RFF-segment in the UTIL-messages. For the Processability error report this is OK, but more uncertain for messages such as negative 414.

Homework:

Ove will update the “ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”.

5) Status: RFC for “ebIX Common rules and recommendations”

No comments are received so far. It was agreed to wait another week before publication of the document, to be sure that there are no more comments. It will be put on the ebIX web page as version 1.0 after February 11th. 

Homework:

Ove will send the document to the ebIX Webmaster for publication. 

6) Status: question to MagicDraw, asking them for a presentation

A telephone conference call with MagicDraw is scheduled the first day of the next ETC meeting, in Belgium March 8th from 14:00 (UTC+1).

ETC will make a small MagicDraw model with examples of the artefacts we are using, such as the role model (ebIX part), QDTs, Enumerations, Class diagrams, mapping to EDIFACT and a class diagram explaining the relations between models, QDTs, ABIEs, BBIEs, ACCs BCCs, syntax mappings etc In addition we will send them the ebIX Methodology.

The following items for discussion was proposed:

· How to best structure a model, e.g. how to make modules, and how to reuse classes and attributes. 

· Ho to make a common repository with ABIEs, QDTs and Enumerations and how to import or link this to existing models.

· How to use and update common ABIEs when reusing these in different class diagrams with different attributes.

· UN/CEFACT CCTS and NDR conformity.

· How to make a choice in HTML for going from a UseCase to either a sequence diagram or an activity diagram.

· The most efficient (time and size) way of entering artefacts into a Word document.

· How to make versions to the models/artefacts.

· How to use constraints (hide/show).

· How to reuse roles in an activity diagram.

· How to best use a stereotype.

Homework:

· Kees will make an example model and send to MagicDraw together with the questions above and a link to the ebIX Methodology.

· Hugo will prepare the technical parts for the conference call and a short introduction (10 minutes) on how/why ebIX are modelling.

7) Linking data flow diagrams to the role model

Hugo presented an example of a HTML model where he can go from a UseCase diagram to activity diagrams and further to the class diagrams. Hugo had changed the start-up page (index.html) with the UseCase. There are however a few questions, such as how to make a choice for going from a UseCase to either a sequence diagram or an activity diagram.

Homework:

Hugo will take the latest CuS model and make a small example that will be further discussed on the next CuS meeting.

8) Update of ebIX CCs

Kees presented the QDT repository used in EMD and the Netherlands. The repository was reviewed and several changes agreed. 

The following rules for modelling QDTs were made:

· The QDTs will be made according to CCTS. A QDT will have one or more attributes, which either will be of the type Enumeration or standard UML data types. For mapping to EDIFACT tagged values will be used. Data elements containing user data and codes will have the tag definition “Data” and the qualifiers will have the tag definition “Qualifier”.

· All attributes in the class diagrams must have tagged values linking them to an EDIFACT segment group, using the tag definition “SG” (to be verified). It might in addition be added tagged values to classes and compositions. The following delimiters will be used:

· A segment is always followed by a minus “-“

· A composite is always followed by a dot “.”

· A date element or composite data element may be followed by an equal sign “=” and a tagged value

A new structure for the CC registry was made, including packages for QDTs, Code lists, ABIEs, etc. Kees will finalise the Dutch QDTs and publish it on the ebIX web page as version 0.3. The agreed structure is added to the minutes as MagicDraw format.

Homework:

Kees and Ove will cooperate in making a proposal for a new CC registry based on the new structure before the next meeting.

9) Code requests

Due to lack of time the item was skipped. However it was decided that Kees and Ove will review and adjust the names/description of the codes E76-E82 in date element “9013, Status reason description code”.

Homework:

Kees and Ove will review and adjust the relevant part of the codes E76-E82 in date element 9013.

10) Review and update of proposal for ebIX Methodology version 1.1

Due to lack of time the item was postponed. However new items to correct/add in the Methodology was added to the list below:

· Add Rules for mapping to EDIFACT from Kees including new delimiters.

· Add generic Belgian revolution

· Add class digram from Kees (ebIX versioning) to chapter 8.3

· Add somewhere: “In principle all attributes in the class BusinessDocumentType shall be defined as a “Frozen” value. If the structure of the class diagrams are exactly the same independent on the value of an attribute this attribute may be defined as an enumeration and if differences are small, for the time being, dependency matrixes may be used. 

· Remove everything related to Action request.

· In the methodology it is stated that the 414 message is an answer to a 392 message. Since a 414 can be sent to a non-initiating supplier (unrequested switch of supplier) this is a contradiction.

· Add basic rules explaining why one-to-one relations in the Class diagrams may be one-to-many relations in a message based on activity diagram and class diagram from Hugo, showing the relation between a Business document and a “DespatchSet” (message).

· “Belgian revolution” in modelling – Review of activity diagram and a class diagram showing the relation between a Business document and a “DespatchSet” (message) before addition in the ebIX Methodology.

· Addition of rules related to a businessProcessType (OBPI)

· Addition of versioning rules, see document from Kees

· Addition of rules for mapping to EDIFACT, see document from Kees 

· ETSO will add a sentence to the definition of a “business transaction” in the Harmonised electricity market role model, explaining that this is called ”business collaboration” in UMM. ebIX will add a similar comment in the ebIX Methodology, referencing ISO 14662.

· Addition of rules for QDTs (see item 8 in minutes from ETC meeting 20050203).

· For discussion in ETC: How to handle/define a Business process ID.

15) AOB

A) Increasing the time period for circulation for comments 

ETC had received the following mail from Helmut Lebeau:

“We understand that ETC wants to shorten the time for circulation in cases of smaller changes of documents. From the German point of view we think that even small changes may have a severe impact on software solutions of many utilities. We have many network utilities in Germany, which must adopt even smaller changes in their software. Thus we are discussing how to manage a change process for the software of data exchange. That means that we need a schedule and longer time for this change process.

Therefore we propose that circulation for comments should last for at least 4 weeks. That makes it possible to distribute changes to documents to a lot of interested people in Germany to get their comments.”

ETC understands the request and will propose to change the “Rules for ETC” on the next ebIX Forum meeting. Before we make the changes to the “Rules for ETC” Ove will ask Helmut if he can accept making the minimum time 4 weeks with a possible extension of 2 weeks, or if he needs 4+4 weeks. 

Homework:

Ove will send a mail to Helmut asking if he can accept a minimum time of 4 weeks with a possible extension of 2 weeks, or if he needs 4+4 weeks.
