Status: ETC will once again propose to add the following text to the ebIX Recommended identification schemes for the European energy industry (v 1.0) “The recommended principle is that a company shall have one identification number, used for all roles played. Having several numbers is an extra burden for the companies that register and route messages based on party ids. However, a company may use different coding schemes (EIC or EAN•UCC) in different settings.” 

· Work plan for ETC (will be a part of the ETC status report)
Status: The ETC Work plan was reviewed and updated (will be a part of the ETC status report).

· A main work item for ETC the last ½ year has been definitions of Core Components (CC). A short presentation of the ETC CC work will be done in the ebIX Forum meeting.

4) Final review (?) of “ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”

There was a longer discussion related to the usage of ReferenceGeneric_ID. The conclusion was that we keep this QDT for the moment, but in the future we should add the EDIFACT mapping to the ABIE package and/or in the QDTs.

Among others the following changes were done to the document:

· Tagged values for “SG” were added.

· A class diagram description was added to all Translation Guide diagrams.

· The description of the “EDIFACT Set” will be added to ebIX Common rules and recommendations.

· EDIFACT mapping of TransactionResponseStatus was added to the Translation Guide diagram for Processability error report.

5) MagicDraw conference call

There was a 1- ¾ hour telephone conference with MagicDraw. Andrius Strazdauskas, Saulius Kaukenas and Gary Duncanson represented MagicDraw. Among others the following items were discussed: 

· When you create XML schemas, HTML views etc it will normally be the meta-model (left hand side of the MagicDraw screen) that will be the basis for the creation of artefacts. 

· If we want automatic solutions for going from ACCs to ABIEs the only possibilities seem to be using transformation functionality in MagicDraw. For the specific usage of ACC/ABIEs these have to be made as specialised plug-inns either made by MagicDraw or ebIX.

· MagicDraw thinks that using a teamwork version of MagicDraw will help us in using common elements. It have among others:

· Locking functionality on element level

· “Who is dependent on what” functionality

· Easy review of what has been changed

· Possibilities to go back to a specific baseline

· Different roles in a project with different access rights to different parts of a model.

· The easiest way of organising our projects is using packages. These should be declared as shared. 

· MagicDraw will (as homework) see if they can find a way of reusing parts of a code list in different class diagrams.

· There are no good solutions for how to define/model different code lists from different code list responsibles, e.g. using the code 260 for ebIX and then BEL, DK etc for national ebIX organisation. 

· For transforming a UML model to an EDIFACT description (translation guide) a new plug-inn can be made. Another option could be using transformation of data types, but his requires enterprise edition.

· The participants from MagicDraw had no knowledge about the “UN/CEFACT NDR” or UBL.

A) Comments to the ebIX Common rules and recommendations from Jan Owe

· In chapter 3.1 its used "WG", "ebIX WG" and once "ebIX work group" - Propose explaining “WG”.

· The description of BPI in chapter 6.2 ("shall be stated") doesn’t match BPI in Appendix B where it might be included as a separate field (0026). Chapter 6.2 talks about sub-address, which probably means "routing address" in UNB – A bit confusing.

· In Appendix A, under UNOB, is "Separation characters" shown, It should be more clearly stated that it’s the same characters used also for UNOC – Will make it more precise/clear.

· The example in Appendix B, UNB-segment should be changed – There shall not be any "82" or "ZZ".

The document was updated with the proposed changes. Ove will send the new version to the ebIX WEB master.
