1) Approval of agenda

Approved with the following additions to AOB:

A) When will ebIX ETC map the Class Diagrams in the EMD model version 0.2? To EDIFACT and XML?
B) Standard conversion factor for kWh/m3 and kWh/K
2) Minutes from previous meetings

Approved wit the following comments:

· Kees asked for a conclusion on how to model generic roles, such as Creditor and Billing agent (see item 8) from the previous minutes). ETC approved the request from EMD and will send the request for addition of Creditor to the role model to the ebIX, EFET and ETSO harmonisation group. The request from EMD to model the Creditor was returned to EMD. It will be EMD that models the actual business processes related to these roles.
· Related to second last paragraph under item 3) Hugo also stressed that there is a difference between the processability error report and the business response, such as the 414 business document.

· Ove will update the CC registry with the QDT “TransactionResponseStatus_Code”.

· Ove will add the chapter to the “ebIX Common rules and recommendations” and sent on circulation for comments to the ETC members until next ETC.

· Ove will update UTILTS, send in an RFC to ETC and publish it (postponed from previous meeting).
Status: To be done
· Hugo will make a short explanation of the principles for using constrains, for the ebIX Methodology (postponed from previous meeting).
Status: Since the discussion related to constraints not is finalised the item is postponed.

3) Preparation for ebIX Forum meeting
Budget: 
The ETC budget will be used up after this meeting. However there are some money left on the budget for CuS and the harmonisation group, which Jon-Egil will ask for on the coming Forum meeting. 
For next year ETC foresees about the same amount of work as this year, i.e. 8 meetings. In addition it will probably be a need for resources for mapping the models (class diagrams) to syntax specific messages (XML and EDIFACT). For this reason Jon-Egil will ask for an increased budged for next year.

Status report from ETC:

A proposal for a status report was reviewed, slightly changed and agreed.
4) Proposal for convention for linking UseCase diagrams, Kees
Kees presented the current status for how we are linking UseCases. ebIX are making hierarchical models, staring with overall UseCases being linked to more and more detailed UseCases, ending up with UseCases for exchange of information (business processes), which is the basic interest of ebIX. The UseCases for the exchange of information will be linked to a sequence diagram, an activity diagram and a class diagrams.
One of the unsolved questions is how to show the sequence for the UseCases modelled, since UML don’t have any means of showing the sequence of the UseCases. An alternative may be to use activity diagrams or collaboration diagrams. 
Hugo took up the earlier discussion related to Business areas and Business process areas, where the Business areas are orthogonal to the Business process areas, which could be a way of solving the problem.
The problem is not yet solved and the discussions, related to how to split the modelling in components and processes will be continued for:
· Reuse by ebIX projects and national groups 

· Mapping to syntaxes

· Reflect responsibilities

Homework:
Hugo and Kees (and everybody else that are able to contribute) will go through the CuS and the EMD models and make a proposal for how to solve the linking of UseCase diagrams.

5) Review of chapter 6 of ebIX Common rules and recommendations
The ebIX Common rules and recommendations is put on the agenda for the next Dutch ETC meeting and therefore not yet been discussed. The item was postponed until next meeting.

6) XML documents

A proposal for xml schemas for the CuS 392-document was reviewed and the following actions were agreed:
· Make an ebIX QDT xsd in parallel to the “UN/CEFACT/ATG QDT schema”.

· Make xml xsd’s for all ebIX CodeLists.

· Making xml xsd’s for ABIEs as soon as possible (when ETC has agreed on how to do this).

Homework:
· Ove will verify if the usage of Complex types and attributes is correct for PartyIdentifierType and DomainIdentifierType in the QDT xsd.

· Ove will make a proposal for the QDT xsd

· Kees will make a proposal for the CodeList xsd’s

7) ebIX Code List
Kees presented the current proposal for code lists. It is still structured as separate code lists (enumeration classes) where different bodies are responsible for the content and separate classes combine the code lists from different bodies and the current code list is complete (includes all codes currently used). One of the advantages with using this principle is that it can be mapped to xml.
Hugo had made an example where national code lists are made as specialisations of ebIX code lists. The principle makes it easy to add national codes to the ebIX code lists. The consequence of using this principle is that we always make two enumeration classes; where one is empty (used for national codes) and we always reference the empty national code list in the ebIX QDTs. One disadvantage with using this principle is that it cannot be mapped to xml directly. However it is possible to make transformation rules that transforms the generalisation and specialisation enumeration classes into one xml code list.

The principles discussed above is one part of an overall ebIX architecture, which will be proposed as an important work item for ETC, on the ebIX Forum meeting October 13th, for the next half year.
8) Structuring in MagicDraw from Kees, including Dutch company model

Is it possible making a layer on top of the Harmonised role model, probably national, which shows how the roles are organised within the market? 
Kees showed an example of a Dutch company model where roles are grouped according to the Dutch rules. 
Kees presentation shows a nice way of shoving national markets how roles are organised. ETC will not do anything more related to company models for the time being. If anybody is interested Kees can be contacted directly.

9) Update of the ebIX Domain model

Kees presented a proposal for updates of the ebIX Domain model. The proposal includes replacing the top level package diagram with UseCases and addition of a collaboration diagram, which shows data flows between the different processes.
ETC agreed replacing the top level package diagram with UseCases. Addition of a collaboration diagram was postponed. A review and update of the Domain model will be put on the next ETC agenda. EMD and CuS should review their part of the Domain model and come up with change proposals.
10) Review of an overview of ebIX models based on the ebIX domain model (table of content) from Kees and ebIX architecture from Hugo

Kees showed a document made for CuS, which shows a “table of contents” for the models available from ebIX, structured according to the structure of the Domain model. 
Making the actual overview was postponed until a new Domain model is ready. 

11) Review of the ebIX Methodology

A list over things to do with the Methodology was reviewed. Many of the items in the list were however outdated. 
Homework:
Ove will do a short review and propose changes on the next ETC meeting.

12) Generic ABIEs (Hugo)
The idea is using the ABIEs in different class diagrams with different selections of the content based on constraints. The Constraints are added in a “root class” for each class diagram and shown in a “note box”.

A proposal for ABIEs was reviewed and agreed within the group to be the proposal for the national groups. During the review also a new QDT was crated (Date).
Homework:
· Ove will split LocalMeteringPointCharacteristics into separate classes for each attribute and put into a sub-package called LocalMeteringPointCharacteristics.

· Kees and Ove will come up with candidate ABIEs from the current CuS and EMD models. 

13) Information

Report from other meeting(s) with interest (TF-14, CoS, EMD, ebIX, UN/CEFACT, IEC/TC57/WG16 etc)
A) UN/CEFACT Forum September 2005
Ove made a short report from the latest UN/CEFACT meeting.
From the energy business participated Jean-Luc Sanson (EDF), Also Nada Reinprecht from “National Electricity Market Management Company Limited (NEMMCO)” in Australia, Mike Conroy and Ove. Jean-Luc Sanson promised to try finding participants from France to ebIX.
Core Component UML Profile (TMG/BCSS-project)
The BCSS group is working on making an UML profile for CCTS as input to a UMM Meta model template. The profile will be tested with MagicDraw, Rational Rose and Enterprise Architect. The profile will among others be based on the following assumptions:

· Data types are either “Core Data Types” (CDT, earlier CCT) or “Qualified Data Types”. 

· The Core Data Type attributes (CCTS: Content Component and optional Supplementary Component) must be of a CCTS primitive type (String, decimal, Integer, Boolean, Date and Binary) or an Enumeration. 

· Two possibilities for showing the relationship between BBIE and BCC was discussed: 1) Model the BBIE as classes (OAGi proposal), or 2) Add the related BCC as a tagged value in the BBIE attribute (BCSS Proposal). 

· Restrictions are proposed added as UML-constraints on attribute level.
· Stereotypes shall be used for all CC objects, such as ABIE, BBIE, ASBIE, CDT and QDT.
ICG:

· The RSM document version 0.5 was approved as version 1.0 without any comments or changes.

· The work with a UN/CEFACT Reg/Rep continued and is planned finalised in an interim meeting in December.
Message assembly:

· A new project defining the rules for message assembly was started up. Chairman will be Gait Boxman from TIE (NL).

B) ETC ad hoc meeting related to exchange of “allocation of cross border capacity” between Belgium, France and the Netherlands. 
An ETC ad hoc meeting was held Friday October 7th (the day after the latest CuS meeting). Erik Hartwell, Hugo, Kees and Ove participated on the meeting. The reason for the meeting was the need from Belgium, Netherlands and France to discuss a proposal for xml documents for exchange of schedules for cross boarder capacity. This message exchange will be replaced by ETSO xml documents when such specifications have been finalised by the ETSO ECAN project. 
A proposal for xml schemas from Kees was reviewed and compared with the proposal for xml schemas for the 392 document. No final conclusions was drawn during the meeting.

A) When will ebIX ETC map the Class Diagrams in the EMD model version 0.2? To EDIFACT and XML?
There was not enough time to do any real mapping during the meeting but Hugo and Kees promised to make proposals for mappings from CuS and EMD before next meeting.

Kees will make a proposal for mapping the EMD class diagrams and Hugo will make a similar proposal from CuS, to be reviewed on our next ETC meeting.

B) Standard Conversion factor for kWh/m3 and kWh/K
From UN/CEFACT/ICG: New codes, requested from ebIX, for “kilo Watt hour per cubic metre” (kWh/m3) and “kilo Watt hour per Kelvin” (kWh/K) are put on hold because of missing “Standard Conversion factor”. However, a code is reserved and will be provided by ICG. ebIX are asked to come up with this factor.
Hugo looked up the conversion factor during the meeting: 
1kWh=3.6MJ
Ove will send the conversion factor to UN/CEFACT/ICG.
