Day 1 (UMM/UML Workshop):
0) UMM/UML Workshop
The first day was a UMM/UML-modelling workshop, where the Vice-chair of UN/CEFACT/TMG, Christian Huemer, was invited. The agenda for the workshop:
1. A brief introduction on ebIX modelling, by Kees
2. UMM as the basis of our modelling, introduction by Christian Huemer, see attachment.
3. Static versus dynamic parts of the model (how to define Business Process from re-usable elements) 

4. Creation and customization of Core Components 

a. guiding principle for defining CC's 

b. how small or how large shall ACC's be? 

c. using role definitions in relations in respect to creation of XML-schema's

5. Services/Business Process

a. What UML artifacts to use for modeling services

b. What UML artifacts to use for modeling Business Process

c. What may be expected to be the “Open standard” for Business Process Modeling

d. What may be the essence for a generic Service Component and what for a  Business Process 

6. National customization of ebIX models 

Some conclusions after the workshops (see also item 15):

· The general outline for future modelling is getting clearer and in line with the developments of UML and UMM

· UN/CEFACT recommendations for the practical use of CCs are not available yet  

· where elements are missing we still have to find solutions

· This could be the ebIX contribution to UN/CEFACT

Day 2 (ETC meeting):

1) Approval of agenda

3) Preparations for ebIX Form meeting

A presentation of the ETC status was reviewed and agreed. Carl will present it on the ebIX Forum meeting.
The current budget situation was reviewed and it looks like the budget is good enough for the summer and eventual changes are not needed before the autumn ebIX Forum meeting.

Hugo made a “European Taskforce Role model”, as a basis for discussions related to the MoUs with other bodies, EMDR etc. for the ebIX Forum meeting. 

4) Energy Metered Data Report (EMDR) project plan

Kees presented the latest draft of the Energy Measurement Values Report, EMVR (earlier EMDR) project plan, among others based on discussions in EMD. Kees will present the project plan in the ebIX Forum and ask for an approval of the principles in the project plan, including first agreement on CCs, separate responsibilities for separate business processes and common maintenance of the deliverables by ETSO and ebIX.
5) Request from CuS related to German domains

CuS asks ETC for clarifications related to “Control Area”, “Balance Group Number“, “Sub-Balance Group Number”,  “Subgroup Number” within Germany (Carl Major).
Control Area
An area defined by UCTE. There are currently 4 Control areas within Germany, one for each TSO. Control areas are identified by EIC codes.

Balance Group Number
Balance Groups are in Germany identified by IEC party codes. The IEC code for the Balance responsible party responsible for the Balance Group is normally also used for identifying the Balance Group.
Sub-Balance Group Number
Used for grouping Parties connected to the grid. It is unclear how Sub-Balance Groups are identified.
Subgroup Number
Used for aggregations of Metering points. It is unclear how Subgroups are identified. 
Sub-Balance supplier
?

Since ETC could not answer all questions Hugo (as the chairman of CuS and member of EMD) volunteered to ask VDN for better explanations. 

Homework:
Hugo will ask VDN for better explanations of the above mentioned objects. 
6) ebIX architecture

Status, external UML expert

“Active classes”, Hugo

Hugo explained that an active class is a class that has its own thread of control and probably not useful for modelling business processes. 
7) BRS (Business Requirements Specification) for a subset of one of the ebIX models to UN/CEFACT
Postponed until the ebIX architecture is more mature and one of the workgroups (EMD or CuS) has a complete model for a business process.

Report from UN/CEFACT Forum March 13th to 17th, 2006

· More than 230 experts from Africa, Asia, Australia, Europe and North America participated
· From now on, new updates of the UN/CEFACT Core Components Library will be released twice a year

· TBG1 approved a RSM for the “Cross Industry Invoice”. This is expected to be treated as a test RSM for ATG and their generation of xml schemas. TBG1 will try finalising all internal UN/CEFACT processes related to approval of the RSM before the autumn UN/CEFACT Forum meeting 2006, i.e. CCs, BIEs, xml-schemas…

· The Forum announced the production of XML schemas for the Cross-Industry Invoice, Cross-Industry Remittance Advice and e-Tendering transactions by the third quarter of 2006, and that in the future all UN/CEFACT outputs will be aligned to two publication cycles per year.

· All submitters of CCs that haven’t yet been dealt with by TBG17 have had their submissions returned for upgrade to a new Excel submission template.

· Universal Business Language (UBL) plan to publish their last version (2.0) from OASIS in the autumn 2006. Thereafter their plan is a full merger with UN/CEFACT. 

· CCMA (Core Component Message Assembly):
· It is still not clear what a massage assembly is. 
· The CCMA will be further discussed on a TMG interim meeting in Brussels (Swift) in the week starting with June 19th and in addition in conference calls.

Report from UML modelling meeting Friday March 24th at TenneT:

The current ebIX models were presented for Jos Warmer from Ordina and possible corrections/ enhancements was discussed. Among others the following items should be discussed: 
· More use of activity diagrams, among others by adding UseCases, Business documents (class diagrams) etc into the activity diagrams

· Less use of sequence diagrams, probably only to be used for simple explanations of message exchanges

· We should look into the usage of “Extended packages” for national models

· Syntax mapping is best described using tagged values (as we do today) and should probably be documented in separate “object diagrams”

· How to reuse CCs is still an open question
