1) Approval of agenda

Approved with the following additions and removals:

2) Minutes from previous meetings
Homework from previous meeting:
· Hugo will clean-up the European Taskforce role model, send it on circulation for comments within ETC and thereafter Ove will update the ebIX web-site.
Status:  Hugo has distributed a new proposal which was dealt with under item 6) ebIX architecture
· Jon-Egil will inform Konstantin about the IEC plans for a European Style Market Model and the closer cooperation between IEC and ETSO related to this model.
Status:  Done
· Jon-Egil will ask Konstantin to ask France to become a member of ebIX as a consequence of the extended scope of the EMVR project.

· Ove will update the ebIX CC registry (Packages and codes), distribute it to ETC and publish it on the ebIX website.

· Hugo will elaborate and document how to make Business documents as instances of generic class diagrams.

The minutes were approved.

3) Energy Metered Data Report (EMVR) project plan
Kees distributed a new version before the meeting. The project plan was reviewed, slightly modified and distributed to the ETSO/EFET/ebIX harmonisation group.
The plan is to have the first kick-off meeting August 25th, 2006.
4) Proposal from UN/CEFACT on creation of a Trade and Business Process Group (TBG) for energy

The chairman of UN/CEFACT/TBG, Jean-Luc Champion, sent in the beginning of June out a proposal for creation of a new TBG subgroup for energy. The proposal has been discussed within ebIX/ETC and Ove made the following answer: 
“We (ebIX) also thinks there are similarities between these businesses and agree that having them together could be efficient. However we believe that it is too early to crate a new TBG for the energy industry and proposes that the energy related work should be continued within TBG1 (maybe as a sub-group or project) for the near future. 

 

To my knowledge, there are currently not many representatives from the energy industry participating in UN/CEFACT, especially not in the TBGs. I believe we need to do some marketing and get interest from more people before this is possible. I would also have liked to see if it is possible to make cooperation with IEC within such a group. 

 

However I believe ebIX will support a new energy group if others take the initiative and there are enough interested parties to start a new TBG.”
This was endorsed by the chairman of TBG1, Freddy De Vos.
5) Trial versions of models based on MagicDraw UMM profile

As homework everybody should read the UMM documentation to get an opinion on what parts that will be needed for the ebIX models, and if time try making a small model based on the selection of UMM-parts.
Ove had made an extract of the UMM Foundation module, which was briefly reviewed. As homework Ove will try making a simple change of supplier model based on it.

Homework:
Ove will try making a simple change of supplier model based on the extract of the UMM Foundation module.

6) ebIX architecture
Usage of instances, based on a “generic class diagram”, for making Business documents.
Hugo had made an example on how a Business document (e.g. a 392 document for change of Balance supplier) could be instantiated from a generic “Local metering point class diagram”.
The steps are:

1) Make a “generic business document class diagram” (e.g. for a business document related to Metering points or Time series). 

2) Make a new class diagram for the actual business document (i.e. fixed Business document type, Reason for transaction, Business sector etc).

3) Create instances (instead of classes) from the classes in the “generic business document class diagram”.
4) Link the instances in the actual class diagram in accordance to the associations (compositions) in the “generic business document class diagram”.

5) For each instance choose the “slots” (attributes in the corresponding class) needed for the actual business document and add relevant constraints (e.g. code(s)).

How to add EDIFACT references, as tags in the “generic business document class diagram” and/or in the instances (actual business documents), is still not solved. The same apply for specifying cardinality.
European Taskforce role model
Hugo had distributed a new version of the “European Taskforce role model”. The following additions were agreed:
· Inclusion of IEC after their seemingly change in orientation as the responsible for installations (behind the metering point).
· Inclusion of Common Core Components for which the ETSO/EFET/ebIX Harmonization Group takes responsibility. And regarding CC's we also have a link to IEC.

· Inclusion of CEN and UNCEFACT, where ebIX participates.
· Inclusion of AIB with European Energy Certificate Schemes (EECS), which is starting to look into the ebIX methodology.
The artefacts will be put on the ebIX web-site under ebIX organisation. The current reference to ETSO and Eurelectric will be replaced by hyperlinks to the new artefacts.

Homework:
· Hugo and Ove will make a UMM model, using the ebIX CC registry and the principles of instantiation.

· Ove will update the ebIX web-site. 

7) BRS (Business Requirements Specification) for a subset of one of the ebIX models to UN/CEFACT
It is still too early for making a BRS. The item was postponed.
8) ebIX CC registry
The current ebIX CC registry version 0.7.F was briefly reviewed. As homework Kees will clean up the ebIX code list, with a special focus on the tags.

Kees mentioned that there are a few overlapping codes in the ebIX Code list, i.e. the Business Document Type Codes E01 and E02 are noted in the code list as being “assigned to VDEW”, while it also is in use in the Netherlands (but then for another process). This is however not a practical problem and will be dealt with at a later stage.
The ebIX CC registry code list was reviewed with the following changes will be done:

· The “description” from the current Word document will be added as “Documentation” in MagicDraw.

· The stereotype “Code” will have the tags “Assigned to”, “Dsc”, “End”, “RR” (Responsible role), “Start”, “Type” (Reply type, confirmation/rejection), “version” and “UID”. The stereotypes with corresponding names will be removed (which was added when upgrading from MagicDraw version 9.5 to 11.0).

· All stereotypes not used will be removed.

· For all new codes a “Requested by…” should be added to the documentation. 

· Code (qualifier) 11 and 12 will be added to the UN/CEFACT code list as AgreementType_Code. In addition code “E03, Payment of net usage agreement” will be added to AgreementType_Code under ebIX codes as “Assigned to VDEW” and to National VDEW codes.
· The Dsc tag will be removed for codes not used. Instead they will be marked as “End=2006A”.

· The following codes will be added as GridContract_code both as a national VDEW code with “Dsc” and as an ebIX code with “Assigned to VDEW”):

· A new package under CodeList called EDIFACTQualifiers will be added with a code list called “9015”, which contains the two codes “7, transaction” and “E01, answer”.
· The EDIFACT domain codes from the last pages of the current word document will be added to the EDIFACTQualifiers package.
· The Code list will, after agreement in ETC, be published as version 2006.A.

During the review the usage of the codes below was questioned. It was agreed to send these to the members and observers of ETC, asking for usage of the codes. If nobody uses them the codes will be marked for deletion.

10) Request from the Nordic railway authorities for a model for train settlement
The project, which had its third work group meeting last week, is working on a role model specialised for the railway sector, based on the harmonised ETSO/EFET/ebIX role model.

A letter asking the UIC project to contact ebIX for discussions related to a closer cooperation has been sent from Konstantin. 

11) XML documents
Due to lack of time and the fact that UN/CEFACT is finalising the advised way of doing it, the item was postponed.

12) Mapping of Class diagrams from EMD and CuS to EDIFACT and XML?
Due to lack of time the item was postponed.

Remaining comments to ebIX Common rules and recommendations, chapter 8.2: 
· Due to lack of time this item pas postponed.
UTILTS from Denmark

Christian presented a proposal from Denmark for an UTILTS business document, which up to now has been sent as a DELFOR message. Some conclusions:
· Code E17 should be used as Business document type code in BGM. 

· Source-party and Sink-party may be sent as Seller in SG5/NAD+SE and Buyer in SG5/NAD+BU

· For production time series the Production responsible party may be identified in SG5/NAD+DDW
· For usage of ETSO Process type codes an advised solution might be to extend the code list for Reason for transaction with ETSO codes, using ETSO as code list responsible (code 305).
14) Information

Report from other meeting(s) with interest (TF-14, CuS, EMD, ebIX, UN/CEFACT, IEC/TC57/WG16 etc)
Information from Eurelectric meeting Monday June 26th:
Konstantin and Hugo had a pre-meeting with Eurelectric Monday June 26th before a Eurelectric presentation of their switching process Tuesday July 4th. Hugo, Kees and Ove will represent ebIX on this meeting.
Information from Germany (Carl):
The new regulator in Germany has decided that all message exchanges shall be done using EDIFACT messages (MSCONS, UTILMD, REQDOC, REMADV, INVOIC, APERAK and CONTRL). All actors shall have these implemented within August 2007.
