4) Status of RFC for UTILTS version 4.0 and 5.0

No comments have been received within the time limit of September 15th. 

Hans took up the possibility of using a national code list in UTILTS/SG2/NAD for the SvK-Id (in the same way as used in messages as MSCONS). The agreement was to add this as a national deviation until an EAN codes are available 

The code for ETSO as code list responsible for the EIC was added to version 5 of UTILTS in SG2/NAD, SG5/NAD and SG5/LOC. The codes for Eltra and Elkraft (EKS and ELT) were changed to the common Danish code DK throughout the document.

5) Update of ebIX CCs

6) Status: ebIX XML documents

We have a draft version that needs updating. This should be done according to the UN/CEFACT XML NDR after publication of changes done during the UN/CEFACT Forum meting last week.

7) Review of “ebIX Recommendations for acknowledgement and error handling”

The document was reviewed and several changes were made, among others:

· Remaining EDIFACT elements will be added to the Translation Guide Class diagrams as one attribute per EDIFACT element.

· businessDocumentType_Code and errorType_code will be removed.
· A text stating that the acknowledgement of receipt is based on syntax messages and not syntax dependent will be added. 
· A text stating that the generic header not will apply for the acknowledgement of receipt and the syntax error message (that’s why the originator and counterpart is there) will be added.
· Class diagrams for the processability error message will be removed from the document. A class diagram for the processability error message, including error codes, will be modelled in the projects. UTILxx-messages will be used for this type of error messages.

· The term “Content error report” will be changed to “Model error report”.
