1) Introduction

5) Modelling phase 1:
The modeling document was checked once more. The resulting document will be regarded as the final result of phase 1 and will be published on the ebIX website (action: Kees).

6) Modelling phase 2:
In the morning part of the meeting on Thursday 24th (Mr. Daum (RWE)  and Mr. Klammer (RWE) took part in the discussions regarding reconciliation).
Geir Vangen presented the new reconciliation project in Norway. (Slides of this presentation will be distributed later, together with remarks from Denmark and Sweden.)
Mr. Klammer cooperates with the ETSO TF14 and is within RWE responsible for UCTE North. He is the convenor of the ad hoc task force “ESS implementation and UCTE” which will try to re-organise the data exchange within the UCTE process model. In relation with this group, a sub-group for the accounting process has also been started-up. He suggests ebIX EMD not to focus now on the UCTE requirements now; UCTE will contact us once the requirements are available. We are dealing with about 200 exchange points relevant for UCTE. 

Mr. Daum presented the present development in Germany with respect to reconciliation. Profiled values will be specified on 15-minute basis. The grid companies (DGO) will be made responsible for the actual reconciliation. In the future in Germany one price for surplus and minus imbalance is going to be used. (At the moment still different prices).

Peter Bauhofer added to this that there is a preference for synthetic load profiles because of their simplicity.
The modelling of the information required for reconciliation will be continued during the next meeting in Brussels. We will then try to start with defining the process of reconciliation for our model.
Peter Bauhofer stressed the need to include provisions in the models with respect to the guarding of the quality of metered data.

We intend to present to the next Forum meeting in our progress report the publication of the model for phase 1.
7) Reports:

Status of discussions with ETSO TF14 settlement group

The members of ebIX EMD which were also present in the last Harmonisation Group (01-02-2005) reported on the status of the discussions.
ebIX ETC:

Hugo and Kees reported about the status of the work of ebIX ETC on the following subjects:

· A version of the document “Acknowledgement and error report” has been published as a Request for Comments. Before the next Forum meeting an update to this final version for implementation is expected.

· ETC also has published a document called “Common Rules and recommendations” which replaces the present Functional Description and is more suited for use in combination with modelling according to the ebIX Methodology. 

· On request from Germany the period for comments has been prolonged. But for both documents mentioned above it is expected that the updated version can be published before the next Forum meeting.
· ebIX ETC has started the work on defining Core Components.
· ebIX ETC has started the work on mapping models to Edifact UNSM’s.
