1) Opening 
2) Approval of the minutes

After some updates and corrections the minutes were approved and Hugo was specially thanked for taking care of the minutes.
3) Approval of agenda

Two items were added to the agenda:
· Update project plan phase 2 as item 8;
· Presentation on the present Belgian situation by Hugo as item 9.

The agenda was approved.
4) Action list

The action list was updated. The items that are done were moved to a separate list of items done. The items to be done remain an appendix to the minutes.
We decided to reserve time on the agenda of the EMD15 (in Bergen) for the harmonisation between ebIX and ETSO models.
5) Report from ebIX Forum April 2005

The Forum has requested us to come soon to a publication of the modelling document for the first phase. 
The ebIX budget problems were solved by decreasing the budget for EMD (and all other projects) by € 2.500,-. We expect no problems because of this.
The ebIX-EFET-ETSO role model 3.2 has been approved for publication, although the role model has to be improved. The work in the Harmonisation Group will be continued for the foreseeable future. One of the main issues (mentioned as a condition for approval of version 3.2) is the way relations are at present defined. ebIX will propose a alternative for this.
6) Report from Harmonization Group
In the meeting before the ebIX Forum meeting early April, the role model 3.2 has been approved and is in the meantime (after the ebIX Forum meeting) published (see www.edi.etso-net.org ).
The ebIX EMD proposal for the way how to handle the Balance Group in the models and messages was accepted.

The Harmonisation Group has started the work on harmonising the Core Components between ebIX and ETSO.
7) Report and request from ebIX groups
· ebIX ETC: EMD proposal for handling Balance Group has been updated and approved by ebIX ETC.
· ebIX CuS: ebIX CuS requests ebIX EMD to model the exchange of switch stands.
8) Update project plan phase 2

Helmut updated the work plan for phase 2 (mind maps)
9) Belgian presentation (Hugo)
Hugo presented the present situation in the Belgian energy market (electricity and gas). The presentation is attached to the minutes as an annex.

10) Model EMD phase 1, version for Request for Comments (see attachment)
The ebIX EMD model for phase 1 was approved for publication for comments. Before some improvements were made:

· The references in paragraph 9 to the various Class Diagrams were updated;

· The role model was updated for the use of the roles Reconciliation Responsible and Reconciled Difference Responsible. (All participants were asked to come up with a better name for this last role.)

· The last remaining issues (yellow text) were resolved.

The procedure to be followed with respect to publication is:
· publication on ebIX website: request for comments for 4 (+ eventually 2 additional) weeks; 

· evaluation of the comments by ebIX EMD (in meeting 15) and eventually update of the model; 

· forwarding of the resulting model to ebIX ETC with our request to update CC’s, add mapping to Edifact and create XML schema’s; 

· publication of the final ebIX model version 1.0.-

11) Modelling phase 2
· Apart from the national input from The Netherlands already distributed by Walter, there were no other national inputs to the version of the model phase 2 as developed last meeting.

· The definition of the reconciliation process and responsible role for reconciliation (as mentioned in appendix C to the agenda) was postponed to the next meeting.
· We have continued the modelling starting from the results of last meeting.

· Since in some countries the reconciliation results are charged to the Balance Responsible and in other to the Balance Supplier we have decided to resolve this issue by introducing a new role: Reconciled Difference Responsible.

· After intense discussions we came to the following model parts:

· Approved UseCases for Settlement and for Reconciliation. The UseCase for Settlement will be inserted in the Model Document version 0.1.L before publication for comments.
· The Sequence Diagram for the information exchange for local reconciliation. This Sequence Diagram is expected to be easily tailored for central reconciliation as well. Difficulties arose when we tried to model the process in which the reconciled volume, the price and the amount are to be determined and exchanged. We introduced the Billing Agent as additionally required role, but this seemed not the solution to all problems. All participants will think this over and try to find a solution before next meeting.
· The Class Diagrams that were roughly designed during last meeting, were detailed and improved. These Diagrams will be included in the first draft of the modelling document for the 2nd phase (unless the solution for the billing problems will cause changes in these Class Diagrams).

· A sketchy version of the Activity Diagram for local reconciliation was made.
